"The Passion Plays 2010 in Oberammergau"

A trip through romantic Germany
July 29 to August 3, 2010

Day 1 — Thursday July 29, 2010  Departure from Cologne/Bonn area - to Rothenburg - overnight
in the Ulm area

Departure from a meeting point in the Cologne/Bonn area, and (possibly) pick up more passengers at
Frankfurt airport (who may be joining us from overseas.) At approx. 10.30am the tour starts properly.
Your English speaking tour guide Ulrich “Uli” Buschmann and your bus driver welcome you on board
the private deluxe motor coach that will be with you for the entire trip. Cold and hot drinks, a PA and
radio/CD system, air conditioning, a bathroom... it's pa

all on board.

We are now on our way to the most famous little
place on the Romantic Road: Rothenburg ob der
Tauber, and we expect to arrive there just before
lunchtime.

This city certainly is a gem: quaint cobble-stone al-
leys, century-old buildings, a wall all around... it's like
stepping into a fairy tale.

Uli will take you on a walk that will include a stroll high

up on the city wall. You'll also see the old castle area and catch a view of the lovely Tauber river valley.

And we’ll take you into the church and show you the Holy Blood altar, one of the most remarkable piec-
pieces of woodcarving in the land — made while Martin Luther was in his
early twenties, and a young boy of 11 was getting ready to become Henry
VIII.

After the walk the city is at your fingertips: watch the master draught clock
in the market square... take a break in a sidewalk café and let the world
pass by... visit the “criminal museum” that will introduce you to the sinister
methods of law enforcement in the Middle Ages... or browse Kathe Wohl-
fahrt's year-round Christmas Store.

We leave this medieval dream late afternoon for the
greater Ulm area, and time permitting we can offer
you a stopover at the famous Steiff factory where
teddy bears were invented. Check out their seconds
factory outlet.

A scrumptious dinner will be waiting at our guesthouse ,Landgasthof Krone* in
Niederstotzingen to the north of Ulm (www.krone-niederstotzingen.de) before
you float away into dreams — covered by the ubiquitous German featherbed if
you wish.




Day 2 — Friday July 30, 2010 To Oberammergau and Passion Play

Breakfast will be at your hotel — as always on this tour. Most hotels these days offer a generous buffet
breakfast that entails a variety of breads and rolls, cheeses, meats and sausages. Or join the Musli
crowd and create your very own version of a bowl of cereals...

We depart this morning well in time to get to Oberammergau as today is Passion Play day. However, if

all goes well we should still have time for a quick visit to Ulm Cathedral, the church with the highest
steeple in the world. Once you arrive in the village of Oberam-
mergau at around 12.00 noon the local organizers will take over.
After you have checked into the "Hotel Wolf" (www.hotel-
wolf.de), which is only a few steps away from the theatre, and
received your official program booklet, you will enjoy lunch in a
local restaurant.

The first part of the play starts at 2.30pm; your seats are in the
light blue area marked “1” on the seating plan.

You probably know that the inhabitants of Oberammergau, when
cruelly hit by the plague during the 30 years war in 1632, took a
vow: That they would perform a Passion Play every 10 years if
the epidemic subsided. Village history tells us that indeed it did,
and no more persons died of the deadly disease. True to their
promise, the villagers performed their first Passion Play one year

later. From 1680 they switched to the first year of every decade — the pattern that is still in use today.

Until well into the early 1800s, the performance of the play was just a village event, and while during the

romantic age knowledge of the Oberammergau Plays spread, it was not until the performances in 1900

that they began to become famous. In that year a first roof was built to cover the audience, and it is the

same roof that will protect you from the elements today. Only through the 20™ century did the plays turn

into the international event

that they are today. 2010 is

the 41 time that the play is

performed, which makes it

one of the oldest, and cer-

tainly the best known Pas-

sion Plays around the world.

So the "play of the suffering,

death and resurrection of

our Lord Jesus Christ" be-

gins. As always the per-

formance will be in German,

but a printed English transla-

tion is part of your package.

During a 3 hour intermission you will be served dinner in a restaurant in Oberammergau, and you also
have free admission to the village museum. Then at the fall of dusk the second half of the play starts,
which will last until about 10.30pm.

Walk over to your hotel for a good night’s sleep... “Schlaf gut und traum suf3!”



Day 3 — Saturday July 31, 2010 Excursion into Bavarian countryside with Neuschwans tein Cas-

tle and more, overnight in Bavaria

After breakfast, let's explore the area a little: Drive to the Flissen area and be prepared for one of the
highlights of your trip (and a brisk walk up the hill): the famous "wedding cake" castle Neuschwanstein.

Attractively situated on a high rock, it has become the
prototype of all fairy tale castles, and the Walt Disney
company drew lolls of inspiration from it for their own
theme park castles. It was built by a king who - some say
-was mad ... or maybe was he just very sad? His name
is Ludwig 11, and in his own way he was a remarkable yet
tragic personality who found his death under very unclear
circumstances.

Genius or gaga... decide for yourself as you see the in-
side of this breathtaking Schloss on a guided tour.

The walk up to the castle takes about 30 minutes. How-
ever, if you prefer to be driven, there are horse-drawn
carriages available for hire that you may use, and there is
also a minibus. The latter is much faster than the horses,
and takes you to a breathtaking old bridge across a dra-

matic gorge near the caste. In either case, the last few hundred meters into the castle yard can only be

walked.

After the visit we'll take a lunchbreak in the nearby city of
Fussen. Weather permitting, you may get to enjoy that most
important of all Bavarian institutions... the beer garden!

Then, visit Wies Church, the famous "church in the meadow" -
generally considered one of the finest baroque churches north
of the Alps, and also a place of pilgrimage. Uli will reveal why

it is that such a big and beautiful church is standing literally "in
the meadows", and he will also point our some surprising de-

tails of the interior décor.

For the next three nights we will be based in the village of
Bdbing, which is actually not far from Oberammergau. On their
website the Bobingers rave about the landscape that sur-
rounds them: gentle hills, dark forest ridges and luscious
green meadows. And they tell the world they suspect that God
must have been in a "Sunday mood" when he created the
area. They may well be right...

We will be staying at the Haslacher guest house(www.gasthof-
haslacher.de), a very rustic Bavarian inn that has everything

you would expect: Local residents, sometimes in their leather pants; a round of snuff over a huge beer;
and excellent food (... as the landlord is also the village butcher.) That this is so, you can check as we

are enjoying dinner in that place tonight.



Day 4 — Sunday August 1, 2010
Munchen - Andechs

This morning we are aiming for an
early start so that, if you like, you can
attend Mass at 10 o’clock in the main
church in Munich, the iconic Frauen-
kirche. Afterwards we would like to
offer you a short tour of the surround-
ing area around St. Mary’s Square,
showing you some of the most famous
sites of Munich, among them the
Glockenspiel chimes, the Viktualien-
markt market Square, as well as the
Hofbrauhaus, of course.

In the afternoon you have the opportu-

nity to visit some of the typical and attractive places in Munich by yourself. Al museums are open on

Sundays — the very excellent art collections, but also Nymphenburg Castle, and of course the German
museum, one of the largest technical museums in the world. If
the weather is nice you may be tempted to wander down into the
Englischer Garten with its beer gardens, the Chinese Tower from
1790, and as a curiosity even some surfers whom you can watch
as they use a permanent wave that exists in the Eisbach brook
for their own ends.

Other than that there are at least two events that may play a role
for our visit to Munich:

Firstly, today is the last day of the ,Auer Dult", a big and quite original market that takes place several
times during a year. It started out as a church Fest, but has now mutated to an attractive multi-layered
event featuring jugglers, acrobats and musicians. It is also a fantastic

place to purchase useful things like suspenders, socks, ox-gall soap

and all kinds of secret remedies. Likewise you will find antiques,

kitchen novelties and all sorts of other entertainment.

Secondly, at the moment the traditional summer festival ,impark”
unfolds in the Olympic Park, offering free live concerts by bands that
entertain you with pop music, Dixieland jazz or whatever else the case
may be.
On the way back we may pay a visit to a
place which endearingly is called the "Holy
Mountain": a Benedictine monastery in
Andechs near Lake Starnberg, which is
much adored and frequented because of
its unusually good beer

Return to our guesthouse in Bébing.



Day 5 — Monday August 2, 2010 Garmisch-Partenkirchen - Zugspitze/Mittenwald

The last full day of our tour is devoted to the magnificent Alpine mountain world in the area, and of
course we plan on giving you the chance to go up one of those monumental mountain peaks - if the
weather does its part. The Zugspitze mountain, the highest mountain is one, although not the only,
possibility. The final decision will be made at short notice and consulting with you on the day. At any
rate you can look forward to very moving, if not overwhelming impressions.

Our last stopover point is not quite as high, but equally charming and interesting: the mountain village
of Mittenwald within the Karwendel mountain range. This is the only place in Germany where violins are
being built — and have been for 300 years. At one point in history these instruments were more famous
than the famous Stradivaris from Italy. We will enjoy a guided tour/demonstration of the violin building
Museum before you have some time to explore Mittenwald further on your own.

Return to Bobing for our last dinner.



Day 6 — Tuesday August 3, 2010 Back home - with a long stopover in Heidelberg

We leave Oberammergau in the morning. Past the cities of UIm and Stuttgart we continue to the beauti-
ful city of Heidelberg where Uli will take you on a walk up to, and around, the “Student Prince” castle
towering over the city.

Marvel at the gate that the prince had built in the course of one night — as a veritable surprise for his
beloved wife; see the biggest useable wine barrel in the world; and ponder over the mysterious imprint
in the patio floor of what clearly must have been a boot, while enjoying the view into the river valley.

Back down in the city, you'll get to walk across the Old Bridge and stroll along the Hauptstrasse (Main
Street) for a while, which is famous for its many quaint stores, sights and restaurants.

At approx 5.00pm we’ll continue our journey home; traffic permitting we expect to be in Bonn around
8.00pm, and in Cologne 30 minutes later.



Prices and included services

The price per person is 993 based on accommodation in double rooms. A limited number of single
rooms is available in the hotels in the Ulm area (1% night) and Bobing (from 3 night) at a surcharge of
99 per person. The situation at the Hotel Wolf (Oberammergau) with regards to availability of single
rooms will be clarified at a later date.

The price per person includes the following services:

Qualified English/German speaking Tour Guide (German national) throughout

Transportation in a modern touring bus of contemporary standards including air conditioning and an
on-board WC

Pick-up in your place of residence in the Rhineland area from 2 travellers onwards; separate pick-up
of single persons upon special agreement closer to the date of departure

1 overnight at the superior tourist class "Hotel Wolf" centrally located in Oberammergau within a 150
yards walk to the Passion Play Theatre. Accommodation in double rooms with private facilities

1 overnight at the hotel "Landgasthof Krone" in Niederstotzingen (Ulm area) in double rooms with
private facilities

3 overnights in the village of Bobingen at the "Gasthof Haslacher" inn. Double rooms with private
facilities

Included meals: demi pension (breakfast and warm evening meal) throughout, with exception of Au-
gust 1, 2010 (Munich day) when only breakfast is included. In addition, a warm lunch on the day of
arrival in Oberammergau

1 reserved guaranteed ticket for the Passion Play performance, seat category 1 (compare the audito-
rium plan elsewhere)

Excursions as described in the itinerary. The following admission fees are included: St. James'
church with Riemenschneider altar in Rothenburg, Castle Neuschwanstein, violin building museum
Mittenwald inclusive of a guided tour, Heidelberg Castle with "big cask"

The following costs are not included: usage of optional horse drawn carriage or minibus up to
Neuschwanstein castle (the uphill walk is free and takes about 30 minutes), the cable car ride to the
planned journey up a mountain peek, drinks with lunch and evening meals, tips and gratuities, as well
as anything else that is not explicitly mentioned here.
